Poetry Partners 2013-14, High School
Directions for First and Second Graders
1.
Pick up the white binder for your classes outside room 304 in the crate on the table.  Room numbers are on the side.  Check your white binder.  The poem of the week for each grade is in the binder.

2.
Six high school students will go quietly to the first classroom listed and check the crate with black binders on the table/desk outside the room.  Each student has a black binder with a number on the side.  We have noted the student’s binder number beside his/her name on a page attached to the crate.  Some teachers have the crates in their classrooms and the kids will come out with their black binders.  For black binders in the hallway, the kids can get their binders when they come out.  You may have to help them remember which binder is theirs.  The poem of the week is bookmarked with a sticky note in the student’s black binder.  The accompanying activities are listed on the back of the poem in your white binder.

3.
The activities are marked with Day 1, Day 2, Day 3, Day 4 and Day 5.  You will only do the 
ones for your day.

4.
Check the student list in the front pocket of your white binder.

5.
One high school student will go quietly to the classroom door and collect the six children.  Each high school student will take one child.  Be sure to take the child listed on your student list in your white binder.  Quickly find a spot in the hallway to sit down and begin.  Remember to work with the child for just 5 minutes, even if you do not finish everything or if some children are absent.  The teacher only wants each child out in the hall for a maximum of 5 minutes.  If needed, write any comments about a child’s progress on notebook paper in back of the white binder.  Please drop any comments in the “Comment Basket.”
6.
On Day 1


a.  Read the poem to the child with expression and have the child point to the words 

     as you read.



b.  Have the child read the poem with you.



c.  Do 1 or 2 activities if time allows.  


On Day 2


a.  Read the poem to the child with expression and have the child point to the words 

     as you read.



b.  Read the first line of the poem, then have the child repeat the same line. Continue 

     reading/repeating line by line until you finish the poem.

c. Do 1 or 2 activities if time allows.  


On Day 3


a.  Read the first line of the poem, have child read the next line, etc.



b.  Have child read the poem to you.

c. Do 1 or 2 activities if time allows.  

d. **If you are the Day 3 person, could you please move the sticky note to the next poem as you finish with each student?  Then it will be ready to go for the next week.  Thanks so much!

On Day 4


Please complete the Day 4 Activity from the Day 4 Activity Basket.  Be sure to pick


up an activity from both the 1st grade and the 2nd grade basket.


On Day 5


Please complete the Day 5 Activity from the Day 5 Activity Basket.  Be sure to pick



up an activity from both the 1st grade and the 2nd grade basket.

7. 
When the 5 minutes are over, send the children back to their class and put the binders

away.   Then quickly and quietly move on to the next class listed on your white binder.  

Your group will have to move quickly to get all the classes done before the end of your 

volunteer time.  Repeat Steps 5, 6 and 7.  


It is imperative that you are quick and quiet as you move throughout the building and

work with the children.  You will be walking by many classrooms and working outside 

classrooms.  Please do not disrupt the learning.

Continue the above steps until your group has worked with all 5 classes listed on the front of 


your white binder.  When you are finished, return the white binder to the crate 


outside room 304.  Thanks for working with the children!!  See you next time.

Check your white binder.  The poem of the week is in the binder.

We did not put student names on the fronts of the binders, as in the past.  We have noted the student’s binder number beside his/her name in your white binder.  The poem of the week is bookmarked with a sticky note in the student’s black binder.  The accompanying activities are listed on the back of the poem in your white binder.

The activities are marked with T for Tuesday, W for Wednesday, and TH for Thursday.  You 
will only do the ones for your day.

4.
Check the list of students for the room in your white binder.

5.
Please go to the classroom door and call the first student’s name.  Remember to work with each child for just 5 minutes, even if you do not finish everything or if some children are absent.  The teacher only wants each child out in the hall for a maximum of 5 minutes.  If needed, write any comments about a child’s progress on notebook paper in back of white binder.

New this year, we have put cards in the front pocket of your white binder labeled “Poetry Partner.”  Please hand this card to each student as he/she goes back to the classroom to get the next student.  The next student should bring the card out with them to see you.  We hope this will minimize the distractions to the entire classroom.
